Q & A w/ Fr. Anthony

Question: Can weddings be held somewhere other than the Church?

Answer: All Orthodox weddings must take place in Church, WITHOUT exception. Having a
wedding elsewhere (e.g. a resort town) has been done, but only if the wedding is held in a church
there. These and all other wedding-related issues should be addressed as early as possible.
Remember that | (and our bishop) love you dearly, and desire only your happiness and salvation.

Holy Communion is offered to all Orthodox Christians* in good standing who have prepared themselves

through the Church’s disciplines of prayer ang
before Divine Liturgy, and by appointment. These are offered by Christ through His Church for our health and
salvation.

It is our tradition to approach with your arms folded, speak your name, then open your mouth wide and tilt your
head back a bit so that Fr. Anthony can use the spoon to drop Communion onto your tongue.
